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Story Maps are what their name implies: Storytelling using geography as the foundational context. These interactive
digital documents bring together text, photos, videos, and other media in a map-based wrapper that examine the world
in its many perspectives from global to local.

As more education institutions are making use of ArcGIS for a variety campus-focused work (e.g., tree inventories,
campus planning, and asset mapping), some of that work is making its way into public-facing, easy-to-use Story Maps.

There is a small but growing body of these campus-focused Story Maps that can be found inside the Story Maps Gallery
(http://storymaps.arcgis.com/en/gallery/ by searching on keywords such as campus, university, college, school, and
museum), as well as in the Story Maps Collections “Architecture and Design” category. Others are being shared by word-
of-mouth. If you have created similar geographic narratives or know of other examples, please share them with this
document’s author.
